Rules of the Hunt   

Score one point per item found, unless noted.   

You can only use a house once to check off one item on your list.   
(if a house has a Grinch, R2D2 & a Nutcracker, you can only choose one to check off your list).   

 

Choose a style of the Hunt   

 - A leisurely drive with every one working off the same list or 

 - A fun friendly family competition; front seat vs back seat or boys vs girls, kids vs. parents, etc. or 

 - All out holiday mayhem – Winner Take All!  Each person in the car gets a list, first person to find them all 

Wins! Winner usually gets to pick where to go for ice cream or hot chocolate, but the possibilities are endless!  

 

 

 7 or more decorated/lit Christmas trees in one 

yard 

 A house lit with only white lights 

 15 or more inflatables in one yard 

 Christmas train 

 Nativity scene lit up by a flood light 

 Santa on an elephant 

 Christmas RV or Trailer 

 Santa in sleigh on rooftop of house 

 Nontraditional Christmas animals in a santa hat 
(dog, cat, pig, monkey, stegosaurus etc.) Extra point if animal is 

alive 

 Yard with one of the following Star Wars 

character in it:  R2D2, C-3PO, Yoda, Darth, BB-

8, Stormtrooper (Bonus point for each additional Star Wars 

character in same yard) 

 Green candy canes 

 Mickey Mouse in Santa Hat 

 Abominable Snowman 

 Yard with only wooden cutouts for decorations 
(Christmas lights are ok) 

 Holiday Hobby Horse 

 House with only projector lights for decorations 

 House with only blue/white icicle lights 

 A Santa over 6 feet tall 

 Christmas Minion Inflatable 

 House that has falling snow or bubbles in yard 

 Holiday Peacock 

 Christmas Crane (the bird, not the machine) 

 A yard with The Grinch 

 Santa Mickey and Minnie (must be together as pair) 

 Yard with at least 4 reindeer 

 Yard with a Nutcracker guarding the door 

 Christmas Ferris Wheel 

 Yard with 5 or more Polar Bears 

 Gingerbread House 

 Yard with oversize ornament decorations on it 
(not in trees or bushes) 

 Yard with lit present decorations 

 House with at least 1 dinosaur in yard 

 Mr. & Mrs. Claus in yard (100 bonus points if they 

 are real people) 

 House with at least 2 elf decorations 

 House that has lights timed with music 

 Words: Joy, Peace, Noel, Love (1 point each, does not 

have to be on same house) 

 Phrases:  Happy Holidays, Season’s Greetings, 

Peace on Earth, Merry Christmas, Joy to the 

World (1 point each, does not have to be on same house) 

 A Huge Wreath on house 

 House that has their Christmas Tree on 

 display in a front window 

 Yard that has oversized candy decorations 

 other than Candy Canes 

 Oversized Snow Globe in yard 

 House that has a mailbox to North Pole
